LOW-LEVEL/LOW-VOLTAGE LIGHTING

LOW-LEVEL LIGHTING
Committee approval IS NOT required when the following guidelines are adhered to. Requests for deviations must be approved by the Committee prior to installation. Homeowners must agree to all guidelines.

1. Lights may be installed in the bark bed, common area immediately adjacent to the homeowner’s lot to light sidewalk or add interest to plantings. No exterior lighting may be installed in the grassy common area.

2. Cabling to connect lights cannot be installed such that it crosses walkways. All cabling should be concealed beneath bark and routed so that it is not exposed to view.

3. Exterior lighting can only be of low-voltage type, i.e. Malibu® or similar lighting. No 110-volt exterior lighting is permitted.

4. Only UL approved light fixtures may be installed. The ACC has selected and approved for installation a tiered path light. Spot or flood lights are not permitted. 

5. Maximum installed height for light fixtures is 18 inches. Only white lights are allowed except during Christmas. Red and green lights are permitted during the Christmas lighting season. Lights must again be white by January 15th.

6. The homeowner agrees to assume all responsibility for low-voltage lighting installed in bark beds. This includes damage to existing irrigation lines installed and maintained by the contract landscaper.

7. The contract landscaper is not to be held responsible for damage to exterior low-voltage lighting.

8. The homeowner is responsible for maintaining the exterior lighting in good working order. If light fixtures are allowed to degrade, become unsightly, broken or bulbs not replaced when burned out, the property manager can request the homeowner to remove or replace the exterior lighting.

9. Lights may not be installed such that glare or illumination from the lights shine into another homeowner’s window.

10. Southpark Homeowners Association Number 2, property management company, or grounds maintenance contractor will not be liable for expenses incurred by the homeowner for installation, maintenance or removal of exterior, low-voltage lighting.
